The descriptions of the property locations as applied to the 1851 Hiwassee District Land
Grant survey are problematic in that some of the township descriptions are missing from
the deed.  On the following page these land grant locations have been plotted by best
guesses as to what the deed was supposed to have stated.  The seventh property location
on Mouse Creek is a general guess based on the assumption that the property there
would have been located near other property owned by Malinda Brock Peak.  The
highlighted numbers that were in question are numbers 5 and 6.  The highlighted 
numbers 1 through 4 are exactly as noted by the descriptions.

Highlighted number 7 is the location of the 110 acre property that Terry Wayne Brock
Sr. purchased from the Weir estate on Sept.  23, 1869.  Highlighted number 8 is the 20
acre tract that was purchased by Simeon Smith from the W.  J.  Brown estate.  Most
likely he also owned the NE quarter of section 30 which adjoins this 20 acre tract but
because the land grant coordinates were not given that cannot be confirmed. 
Highlighted number 9 is the Francis Marion Sligar property which he also purchased
from the Weir estate on Sept.  23, 1869.  MOST LIKELY these tracts were part of the
same Weir farm upon which the Walnut Grove Methodist Church was built.
